Day 1

timings and details about your tour, hotels and meeting place with the Tour Manager). On arrival, meet your local
English speaking guide who will take you on a city tour of this legendary city with over 20 centuries of history. See
the medieval quarters of Alfama with its narrow streets, the Baixa with its famous squares, reflecting Lisbon's ancient
history. Next, proceed to the Belém quarter, where you will find the most beautiful and historical monuments from the
15th and 16th centuries. Photograph yourself with the Belém Tower in the background, a world heritage site by
UNESCO . Also see St.Jerome Monastery, a world heritage site and one of Lisbon’s most important monuments and
many such interesting sights on your guided tour. Tonight enjoy a sumptuous Indian dinner at a local restaurant
before you check-in to your hotel.

Overnight in Hotel Melia Capuchos or similar in Lisbon.

Day 2
Onto Seville. Guided tour of this ancient city of Seville.
This morning after a buffet breakfast, check-out and sit back in your coach as we drive to Seville, situated on the

banks of the Guadalquivir river. Seville has a rich Moorish Heritage and used to be a prosperous port in the past as it
played an important role in commerce between Spain and America. On arrival, you will meet your English speaking
local guide for a tour of Seville, the largest historical centres in Europe. Here you will see famous cathedral of Seville -
amongst the largest of all medieval and Gothic cathedrals in the world. See Plaza de Toros de la Maestranza, 18th
century bullring which is one of Spain’s oldest and famous for its Baroque facade. See Torre Del Oro - symbol of
Seville, a crenellated Moorish tower that was built in the thirteenth century to protect the port. Also see the Seville
Town hall, La Giralda tower, Royal Alcazar Palace, Plaza de Espana square and many such interesting sights on the
city tour. Tonight, enjoy delicious Indian dinner at a local restaurant.

Overnight in Hotel NH Plaza / Monte Triana or similar in Seville.

Day 3

FuI‘I, day excursion to Gibraltar, a British overseas territory. Visit to the top of the “"Rock of Gibraltar”
included!

After a buffet breakfast, sit back in your coach as we take you to Gibraltar, a British overseas territory. Steeped in
history that has evolved from its strategic location at the southernmost tip of the Iberian Peninsula. Visitors are
assured of breathtaking scenery, wildlife and architecture, that captures the unique flavour of this Mediterranean City
and its inhabitants. On arrival, you will be taken by cable car to the top of the “Rock of Gibraltar” which is 412m
above sea level. From the top one has uninterrupted views of the Strait of Gibraltar , Africa, the City of Gibraltar,
Spain and Costa del Sol. The famous rock of Gibraltar also offers a chance to see several other points of interest such
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as St. Michael’s cave, 12th century Arab castle and many such interesting sights. Later, ascend by cable car as we

proceed next on a guided city tour of Gibraltar where your local guide will take you through Casemates Square at the
entrance to the Main Street in Gibraltar and the city centre. This tour will take you back through time, discovering
Gibraltar’s past and its history during the Moorish, Spanish and British periods and you will learn about the
development of its people and its culture. After a day full of scenic beauty and history return back to Seville where a
hot Indian dinner awaits you at a local restaurant.

Overnight in Hotel NH Plaza / Monte Triana or similar in Seville.

Day 4

Visit Toledo — a World Heritage city. Onto Madrid, capital of Spain..

Today, after a buffet breakfast at your hotel, check-out and sit back in your coach as we proceed to Toledo, known as
“city of three cultures” and one of Spain’s greatest wealth of monuments. On arrival, you will be taken around this
historic city which is famous for its swords since the medieval times. Later, commence your onward journey to Madrid
- the heart of Spain. On arrival, check-in to the hotel and relax. Tonight, enjoy a sumptuous Indian dinner at a local
restaurant.

Overnight at Hotel NH Alberto Aguilera / NH Barajas / Rafael Piramids or similar in Madrid.

Day 5

Guided city tour of Madrid.
